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WHY DRIVE AND PARK WHEN THIS IS SO EASY?

BUS  STOP

(2) Catch the bus—both directions—at 
the North-East corner of the park. We 
expect a bus shelter in the coming year.

(3) The change at Publix requires another 25¢ (we 
are trying to get them to eliminate that). Instead 
of cash, you can use the EASY Card; information is 
available online, or in posters on the bus. 

(4) If you are 65 years or older or a Social Security 
beneficiary and are a permanent Miami-Dade 
resident, you are eligible to ride transit free. If you 
have an old “Golden Passport”, it stopped working on 
10/1/09. Call 786-469-5028 for information on the 
new “Golden Passport EASY Card”.

(1)  It is best to ask the driver 
which direction bus it is. The 
signs are not yet all accurate.

Ask, “Are you going straight to 
Publix?”

• When the answer is “NO”, 
the bus goes down West 
Avenue. Take that bus for 
Whole Foods, West 
Avenue, Lower Alton 
Road, The 5th & Alton 
Mall, South Pointe Park.

• When the answer is “YES”, 
take that bus to Publix. There 
do a quick & easy transfer to 
the Washington bus (ask!). 
That goes across 17th Street 
to Collins Park, and then 
down Washington Avenue. 
Take that bus for The Bass 
Museum, The Botanical 
Gardens, The Holocaust 
Museum, Macy’s, Lincoln 
Road, City Hall, The Beach, 
The Library, The Post 
Office, The Convention 
Center, Lincoln Road, The 
New World Symphony, the 
Jackie Gleason Theater.
